Reinventing the UUCC

I spent my 90s with a thick mane of hair atop a head full of ideas on how
to make our federal government work better. This was a decade when the
Administration was focused on applying private-sector principles to save
money and deliver services more efficiently and effectively. At least
that’s what my boss told me when hiring me for my first job after college.

At the time, the Department of Navy was working with “Process Action
Teams (PAT)” to implement its own brand of “Total Quality
Management”, a concept introduced by W. Edward Deming. These PATs
were ad hoc teams formed with members from various parts of the
organization to improve a process or processes. My first day of work, I
was given a copy of “Reinventing Government”, a thought-provoking
work by David Osborne and Ted Gaebler, along with the organization-
wide mandate to read it, cover to cover.

During the inaugural gathering of what would become weekly “quality”
meetings, my boss assigned me the role of “Team Recorder”. Even
though this was not a position of honor, I took my responsibility seriously
and committed myself to chronicling every uttered word, with full
attribution. At one point in the meeting, we were discussing the chapter
on “customer-driven government” when it became clearly evident that
few people actually read it. One of my more seasoned colleagues offered
that the book was “confusing” and “boring” and a “complete waste of
time”. 1 remember this clearly because these statements are forever
memorialized in the framed copy of the meeting minutes given to me
when I left the government ten years later.

I learned many lessons that day and many more in the years since about
group dynamics, human nature, note-taking, and our ability to change.
Some ideas should never see the light of day. Others need to wait for the
right time and circumstances to blossom. Over the past few months, our
Board has been exploring the prospect of changing the way we do
business at the UUCC. To this end, we have discussed the creation of
“Cross-Functional Teams (CFTs)” as a way to take a more
comprehensive approach to our internal operations.

A CFT — not dissimilar to the PAT described above — is a group of people
with different functional expertise working towards a common goal. The
Board has identified five initial areas of focus: Safety & Security,
Communication, Ministry, Governance, and Planning, Programming,
Budgeting & Execution. The latter will serve as our first test as we work
towards extending our financial planning two fiscal years beyond the
budget year.

Stay tuned for future updates. In peace, Tim VanDenBerg
